G4S shambles on asylum housing contract
Over the last few weeks it has been officially announced that G4S has failed to meet its contract deadline of November 12th to transfer asylum seekers from council humanitarian accommodation to G4S contracted private rented sector properties throughout Yorkshire.At the deadline around 400 people remained in council properties and the councils were left with asylum seeker tenants.The councils concerned; Leeds,Kirklees and Barnsley, agreed to a new four weeks contract from the UKBA to avoid these tenants literally being put on the streets. 
The G4S COMPASS privatisation contract for asylum housing which began in June in Yorkshire and the North East has so far been a disaster and a shambles, particularly for asylum seekers and their families. Unfit and dangerous properties have been allocated to families,asylum seekers have been moved into unsafe areas where racist incidents are common,school age children have been moved in term time,families and single people have been moved from local networks in Yorkshire 150 miles away to Teesside.
Chris Bryant M.P. Shadow Immigration Minister has said

‘These reports once again raise serious concerns about the Government’s ability to manage UKBA.We welcome any attempts to save money,but it’s a failure if deadlines are missed,if the housing is not fit for purpose and if local authorities are left to pick up the pieces.Clearly the Home Secretary clearly has some serious questions to answer and should investigate this shambles as a matter of urgency.’ (The Independent Tuesday 20 November)
I would call upon you as my Labour M.P. to back up Chris Bryant and those who want to hold G4S to account by calling on the Parliamentary Home Affairs Select Committee and the Independent Chief Inspector of Borders and Immigration to investigate yet another G4S shambles this time on their UKBA asylum housing contracts.
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
