· Labour would guarantee the rights of EU nationals living in the UK and work to "secure reciprocal rights" for UK citizens elsewhere in the EU. As Shadow Brexit Secretary, Keir Starmer has said that guaranteeing the rights of EU nationals in the UK would be a "day one" priority of a Labour Government. As part of Keir's team, I have been pushing the Government on this issue. 
· I have repeatedly called on the Government to provide more safe and legal routes for people seeking asylum in the UK. I agree that the UK should accept children with family or other links in the UK. I have also called on the Government to expand the family reunion criteria which is currently restricted to spouses and dependent children, so that elderly parents and other family members can come to the UK. 
· I was Vice-Chair of a cross-Party inquiry into immigration detention which called for an end to indefinite immigration detention, with a 28 day time limit, among other recommendations. I secured and led a debate in the House of Commons where the report's recommendations were approved. I'm keeping up the pressure on the Government on the issue. 
· With Labour colleagues, I tabled an amendment to the recent Immigration Bill seeking a right to work after 6 months with no restrictions on the type of job. We also tabled an amendment seeking an increase in financial support, by amending section 95 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999. We also opposed the Government's move section 95 support to asylum seekers wit families whose claims have been refused. 
· I agree that the responsibility for housing should be returned to the public/voluntary sector. I also think that, in line with Select Committee recommendations, that the responsibility for housing asylum seekers should be shared across all local authorities.In the meantime, I have been working with Assist on issues of housing and have taken up specific concerns.
